The body text of extended abstract should be typed in two columns with multiple line spacing at 1.25. The font of body text is Times New Roman (11, regular). Heading of each section should be typed using 11 bold fonts and aligned left. The body text should be fully justified.  

The extended abstract should be fitted to 2 pages of ISO A4 (21 cm x 29.7 cm) paper with left, right and bottom margins of 2 cm and top margin of 2.5 cm for both pages. Please do not insert page numbers.
The extended abstract should be divided into sections including Introduction, Experimental part, Results and Discussion, Conclusions, and References. 
2. Experimental Part 
Authors should briefly describe the most important experimental procedures and instrumentations in this section.

3. Results and discussion 
All illustrations, figures and tables should be embedded in the text as close as possible after they are mentioned in the text. They should be numbered in order of their appearance. The Descriptions of the figures and tables should be typed single spaced (Times New Roman, 9, regular). Please insert the description of the figures immediately below the figure.
